Convert

Why convert?  Most videos on the internet are saved in flash media (.flv), this saves bandwidth.  You could use a stand-alone player, download a plug-in for WindowsMedia Player, or hyperlink to the video online (as long as you have internet access during your presentation).

Another option is to convert the file to .wmv or .mpg, both formats will import easily into PowerPoint presentations.  Convert using kissyoutube.com, Zamzar.com, mediaconverter.org, or other online FREE converter.  They will send you a link to download the file to your email. (input =.flv / output =.mpg)
